INTERVIEW SKILLS WORKSHOP

The Interview Skills Workshop took place at the SPCC School Hall in the morning of Saturday, 18 March 2017. It was well
attended by 87 mentees under the SPCC Mentor Programme.

Mentor Professor Ivan Hung (1989) kicked off the event by highlighting the objectives of the Interview Skills Workshop and
updating the mentees on some recent changes in the admission process at The University of Hong Kong. I, also a mentor
myself, followed up with an introductory presentation on how to prepare for interviews.

Mentor Jennifer Ma (1998) then conducted a more in-depth presentation on what to expect during the interviews and

highlighted the common interview structure and questions. The insights shared by Jennifer were very well received by the
mentees.

The mentees were then split into 16 different groups in accordance to their respective university degree choices for the group
interview practices. Each group was led by a volunteer mentor from the SPCC Mentor Programme. The mentees took turns
in being interviewed by the relevant mentor on a “one-on-one” basis whilst the other mentees in the group were acting as
observers. Feedback from the mentor was provided to the mentee immediately after the interview practice.

The workshop ended with young SPCC alumni sharing their interview experiences. Eight alumni who are currently studying
accounting, dentistry, law, linguistics and medicine at The University of Hong Kong and The Chinese University of Hong
Kong took turns in sharing their interview experiences at their respective university and gave advice to the mentees on how
to best prepare for interviews.

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“The Magnificat in Spring” was a concert of beginnings and endings. It marked the first time the Senior Mixed Voice Choir
(SMVC) performed at an Alumni Choir concert. It was also Dr Anissa Chan’s final attendance as Principal at an Alumni
Choir concert. It was hard not to get emotional as the Alumni Choir, the SMVC, and the audience, accompanied by the
Alumni Orchestra, sang the school hymn together at the beginning of the concert as one SPCC family.

(It was also hard not to laugh when we realised both SPCC alumni and current students weren’t used to being scattered
randomly on stage...)

Under the baton of Mr Apollo Wong (1997), the Alumni Choir first performed Morten Lauridsen’s Les Chansons des
Roses (Songs of Roses), a five-song cycle set to poems of Rainer Maria Rilke for a cappella mixed chorus. It was one of the
most challenging pieces the Alumni Choir had ever performed, mainly because of the unfamiliar language and the lack of
accompaniment for the first four songs. In my opinion, French is much harder than Italian, Latin, or German when it comes
to singing, so we spent much time perfecting our pronunciation.

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Some in the audience might have noticed a collective smile of relief when the piano came in in the final fifth song. A cappella
pieces are obviously challenging because there is no accompaniment to help maintain intonation. In this song cycle, however,
the accompaniment comes in at the beginning of the final song, almost as if Lauridsen wants to challenge the choir to stay
on pitch throughout the entire song cycle. In fact, Lauridsen writes at the end of the penultimate song that the conductor
can choose to end the performance before the accompaniment comes in if the chorus is not exactly on pitch! Of course,
we have high standards and never considered not singing the last song. In all honesty, our intonation was never completely
satisfactory during rehearsals. I doubt I was the only singer who was nervous for the first piano chord. I consider completing
the entire song cycle with good intonation a big achievement for our choir. All in all, I was very happy with our performance
of Les Chansons des Roses and proud that the Alumni Choir continues to challenge itself.
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Our second performance was John Rutter’s Magnificat, accompanied by the Alumni Orchestra and featured a soprano solo
performance by Ms Etta Fung (2001). Magnificat sets the biblical canticle Magnificat to music and has seven movements.
This was another very ambitious piece. Like Les Chansons des Roses, there are many beautiful and delicate passages in
Magnificat, especially for the soprano solo. Etta did a wonderful job painting these intimate passages. Unlike Les Chansons
des Roses, there are also many majestic, boisterous passages. Thus, the choir has to be both versatile and have stamina to
perform Magnificat, being one of Rutter’s larger works.

There were some truly magical moments in Magnificat, both in the singing and the orchestration. I was especially moved
by movement 6 — Esurientes ([He hath filled] the hungry). There is something about John Rutter’s music, perhaps the
continuous running notes in the orchestra, that makes you look up into the heavens and contemplate the love of God.

Personally, I had underestimated the stamina required to perform this piece. I distinctly remember how exhausted I was
towards the end of the piece. I am sure my fellow choir members felt the same way. Nevertheless, we gave it our all and
delivered a good performance. Thanks to Apollo’s unwavering determination, infectious passion, and clear direction, the
choir will continue to improve and perform even better at our next concert. I am looking forward to challenging ourselves
even more in the future!

Finally, it was absolutely wonderful to have the SMVC and the Alumni Orchestra perform at our concert. It was truly a
blessing to have so many St. Paulians making music together. To me, this is what the Alumni Choir is about — uniting
generations of St. Paulians in our love for music. As a former member of both the SMVC and the orchestra, I hope to see
more of our current students joining the Alumni Choir and Alumni Orchestra after graduation.
