On 18 December 2022, the SPCCAA Sailing Team (the SPCC Team) participated in the YMC Alma Mater Race
2022 organised by the Royal Hong Kong Yacht Club (the Club). The regatia is the very first event that the SPCC Team
has participated in since its formation. The SPCC Team sent out two boats, KIASU and BOSS, with around eight sailors
on each boat.

The YMC Alma Mater Race is a racing event for fun and it aims to promote the sport of sailing fo the general public
as well as to build a soft linkage to colleges and local universities. Despite the extremely chilly weather (with the Hong
Kong Observatory reporting it was the coldest day of the year) and a strong monsoon signal in force, the regatia
attracted more than 360 sailors on more than 60 boats to sail around the Victoria Harbour in two divisions. The event
was well represented by various colleges and universities, including the Diocesan Boys' School, Wah Yan College,
CUHK, HKU, the University of Cambridge and our learning neighbour St. Joseph's College (just to name a few).

The regatia was nicely set in the afternoon. To compete in the race, all fleets must sail from the starting line at the Club
in Causeway Bay, through the Lei Yue Mun Gap and around Junk Bay, and sail back fo the Club’s finish line by passing
through marks by the harbour. BOSS and KIASU, representing SPCCAA, took off beaufifully from the Club’s sfarting
line under a stunning blue sky and sailed all the way to Junk Bay riding on the constant six to eightknot north-easterly
breeze. The boats were later greefed by 18 knots of breeze near Junk Bay — thus a frue experience of the strength of
the monsoon. Although the breeze softened as the day progressed, the fleets continued to enjoy great sailing conditions
with sailors returning to the Causeway Bay finish line exhausted after the intense day on the water.

BOSS eventually came fourth in the HKPN division and KIASU also crossed the finish line in an impeccable manner.
